Great Rivers Challenges Issuance Of Permit 

For Proposed Coal-Burning Power Plant.

Great Rivers Environmental Law Center filed a notice of appeal to the Air Conservation Commission of Missouri on January 14, 2005, on behalf of the Sierra Club.

The Sierra Club is challenging the permit issued by the Missouri Department of Natural Resources to the City Utilities of Springfield for the construction of a new coal-burning power plant on numerous grounds.  Some of the grounds are that the DNR failed to require the City Utilities to use the Best Available Control Technology on projected emissions of NOx, SO2, PM, PM10, H2SO4, and other pollutants.  

In addition, Sierra Club is concerned that the proposed emissions will affect visibility in the Hercules Glade Wilderness Area in Missouri and in the Upper Buffalo Wilderness Area in Arkansas.

The Sierra Club is asking the Air Conservation Commission to deny the permit.
